HULL: One piece molded fiberglass laminate (hand lay-up)
with integrally bonded bulkheads. Standard hull color, white
(other colors optional). Boot top and bottom paint: stand-
ard colors.

DECK & COCKPIT: One-piece molded reinforced fiberglass
laminate with balsa core for stiffness and insulation. Deck colors,
beige or light gray with slate gray accent stripe in cabin trunk
side. Non-skid on all walking surfaces. Self bailing cockpit.
